PROFILES IN PRINT: A BIOGRAPHT OF A CLU3 MEMBE
This one ls . about PFred Canham, our president....

Fred was born and ra.sed in Oakland, and first
licensed as WHOWF in 1938, Apout the turn of 1972, the
FCC issued the now infamous KAY? to this very active ham,

He studied radio commurication at Loney College
in Oakland and began his career with Psn Am at the Trea-
sure Island Teletype Communicatior center. December 7, 1941
found Fred operating the ground station on Midway Island :
some 1,300 miles northwest of Honolulu. (Not too healthy for
Americans in those waters at that sime,) On 26 December
of '41, he departed Mifway to besin 1 year in a Honolulu
groind station, and then began flying as & radio operator
on Pan American flying boats,  The China\Clipper,; Philippine
Clipper, PB2Y and PBM were history making amphivlan craft
aircraft in those days, Following W,.W.dI, PFred Was a crewse
member of the ill-fated Philippine Clipper. Tyrivally, a
flizht from San “rancisco to Honolulu rsquired 18 hours
{2,392 miles)s But on one occasion, Jet head winds were so
hich in velocity that the fliesht took 25 nours and 23 minutes
and even then they were forced fo land at Hilo, ilawall ==
several hundred miles from Honolulu. They saw the sun rise
twice between take~off and landing. Another crew flew the
Phili?pine Clipper back to San Francisco with a tail wind
in 115 hours; however, bad weather prevented them landing
in the Bay Area and subsequently caused a crash in which all
hands were lost,

‘ Bonanza Airlines, Ampex, and Granger then enjoyed
Fred's talents, While at Granger he helped to develop
ionospheric sounders for NASA, Japan, and Talwan. Iliore
recently, Fred helped to design and install the broadcast
and recording studio system in the First Baptist Church of
San Jose, At present he is the supervisor of the Protection
Equipment Departments of the Bank of America.

v Fred and his lovely XYL, Lynn, are parents of
a very active 12 year old daushter, Kathy. A big o0ld
