On June 16, . 1983, Oscar 10, the second Phase
I1II satellite was launched, and just in tiue
as the Phase II satellite, Oscar 38, apparent-
ly hag died after more than five years of op-
eration.

On July 11, 1983, roughly 26 days after
launch, Amsat's Oscar 10's kick motor was
fired to position it in what turned out to be
its - fingl  -orbit. (See Sept. 1933 Q3T for
more details.)

On August 6, 1983, the Mode B transponder was
activated and within hours AO-IC was abuzz
with Q30's. -‘Many amateurs were ready on that
eventful day, equipped with mnewly purchased
gear, antenna arrays, and tie like. Others,
like myself, waited until official confirmat-
ion was made Dbefore parting with the final

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The Freedom HMuseum has several exhibits re-
lating to +the PFree Danish Forces which
fought with the regular British and American
forces in World War II, but the great major-
ity of the exhibits relate to +the Danish
Resistance movement.

There is a collection of spy radios, - etc.,
some of which are quite sophisticated, some
of which  are very rudimentary. There is a
high speed CW VIF transmitter, fed by ore-
punched paper tape at, I think, 900 WPM that
linked Copenhagen to Malmo, Sweden. At the
other extreme, there are one-tube +transmit-
ter, two-tube receiver suitcase sets.

There are many examples of underground mag-
azines and leaflets; some printed by mimeo-
graph, some printed by letterpress, but all
of which bear a close resemblence to Paara-
grajshs!

The exhibits are housed in a log cabin-style
building in the park, and there is a home-
made armoured car outside. It most closely
resembles the vehicle used by the Untouch-
ables on TV to destroy Al Capone's brewer-
ies! :

Despite the torture exhibits, +the photo-
graphs of Gestapo atrocities, etc., the at-
mosphere is cheerful; quite different from,
say, the Anne Frank DMuseum. One gets the
feeling at the Precdom Museum that the Dan-
ish Resistance got in plenty of heavy punch-
es. One also gets the feeling that the Lus-
eunl is staffed by voluntéers who were nmen-
bers of the WWII Danish Resistance.
