several possibilities. If you are using a rubber
duckie, try using a gain antenna such as a halt
wave or 5/8 wave whip, or better yet, connect to
an outside antenna. If you have an amplifier
available or a high powered mobile or base rig
use it to override the interference. As a last
resort, you can QSY to another repeater. If only
one person is having difficulty being heard,
choosing a repeater that is closer to that person
should make their signal stronger into the
repeater.

For apparent autodial abuse, | generally first
verify that an abuse is taking place by coming on
the air and identifying myself with my call,
followed by: "Would the station accessing the
patch please identify?". Bonafide users will
come back with their call. Abusers will normally
not identify, but will simply try to access the
patch again. Any club member can terminate the
patch by using the # sign, or if the abuser is
holding a carrier on the frequency, # followed
immediately by a "D". In the case of abuse, the
control operators may choose to temporarily
disable the patch function. Sometimes a
Sacramento station will be accessing their patch
and we will hear the cover tones coming through
our repeater. No action is necessary in this case
as their access codes are different from ours.

On occasion, we hear what may sound like a jammer as
defined above. The difference is that while there is an
interfering carrier on the channel, it is possible to hear
people talking in the background. By turning up the
volume on the receiver, it is often possible to
understand what is being said and maybe even recognize
the voices. This type of interference is usually caused
