The FCC rules admonish us to run minimum power to
maintain the communication. When there is a jammer on
frequency, it may be necessary either to increase your
power level, use a quarter-wave or half wave whip on your
HT, or use an outside antenna to maintain communication.
Some people have simply changed frequency. That may
work (unless the jammer also QSYs) to complete your QSO,
but if you can increase your effective signal strength into
the repeater, you will not only be able to continue your
contact, but you will also discourage the jammer. The
jammer will no longer be effective in making trouble. In
these situations, the less said on the air about the
