EFFECTIVE FEBRUARY 1, 1994,
THE FOLLOWING WILL REPLACE EXISTING AMATEUR SERVICE RULES:
P97.201 Auxilliary station
(b) An auxilliary station may transmit only on the 1.25 m and shorter
wavelength frequency bands, except the 222-222.15 MHz, 431-433 MHz,
and 435-438 MHz segments.
P97.205 Repeater station
(b) A repeater may receive and transmit only on the 10 m and shorter
wavelength bands except the 28.0-29.5 MHz, 50.0-51.0 MHz, 144.0-144.5

145.5-146.0 MHz, 222.0-222.15 MHz, 431.0-433.0 MHz and 435.0-438.0
MHz segments.
