Question of the Month

éWho is Eli the Ilceman?
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Ten-Meter Contest, or
What is Possible with Only 12 Watts

Rich Stiebel, W6APZ

In my early years on phone, | discovered
the 10-meter band. | could communicate
by phone virtually anywhere in the Chica-
go area with less than 15 Watts output.

Ever since then, I've had a soft spot in my
heart for 10-meters. Unfortunately, the
sun-spot cycle also goes down. Experi-
enced hams do not use 10 very much
when the cycle is low, so calling CQ on
10 when the cycle is low is virtually use-
less; nobody is listening! However, the
band is NOT necessarily dead!

Knowing that contests bring people out of
the woodwork, | decided to try my hand at
the Ten-Meter Contest the weekend of
December 10th and 11th, 2022. My rig
nowadays is an Elecraft KX3 with the mu-
nificent output of about 11 - 12 Watts,
and the antenna is a GAP Titan vertical.
To paraphrase Tom Schiller, N6BT, multi-
band vertical antennas are adjusted to
produce low VSWR on the bands for
which they are designed, but are other-
wise dummy loads, so | did not expect
fantastic results. Noting that my KX3 out-
put was about the same as the 6L6 rig |
used in the 1950s, | thought it was worth

atry.

| got on the band Saturday afternoon for
a few hours. Reception was generally
poor and the only station | worked was
W6YX, the local Stanford radio club sta-
tion.

| had much better luck Sunday morning
between 8 and 9 AM when | worked sta-
tions in Tennessee, Michigan, Maryland,
Texas, Indiana, and yes, even some local
California stations.

Later that day, between 3 and 4 PM, |

worked Ohio, Tennessee, Georgia, Cali-
fornia, and | also worked a JA9PPC in Ja-
pan. | initially thought that QSB prevent-
ed us from completing the exchange,
though | did get his contact number of
314. Later, checking QRZ, | saw that Yo-
si has his contest log posted, and W6APZ
is in it! He is using a 5-element Yagi on
ten about 40 feet up on a tower. Being
close to the end of the contest, many sta-
tions had gone off the air, so my weak
signal was audible in Japan.

Aside from working those stations, | heard
several other JAs, PX2A in Brazil, LP1H
in Argentina, CE4JZO in Chile, AL2F in
Alaska, and YE9BJM in Bali, Indonesia,
so my receiver was working well, but 12
watts to a vertical just is not sufficient to
make a lot of contacts when the band is
busy, as it was. Looking at QRZ, | see
why the Indonesian station did so well.
He is located near the water with a 4-
element stepper beam on a tower that is
close to 100 ft tall and he has an RF pow-
er amplifier.

Several strong stations were calling CQ
and giving their call while speaking very
fast. I'm sure they thought that their fast
speech would result in more contacts. In
reality, after listening to several such sta-
tions call CQ and give their calls multiple
times, | could NOT decipher their calls
due to their fast speech! Had they spo-
ken at a normal rate, | might have been
able to work those stations as well.

After 4 PM, the end of the contest, | tuned
around just to see what was happening;
NOTHING! One might think that the band
was dead, i.e. not open. In reality, one
heard nothing because hams believed
that there would be nobody to talk to, so
everyone shut down! So contests do
make it possible for the band to come
alive.
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Be an Elmer!
Stiv Ostenberg, K9STV

Ham Radio is more than a hobby. The
breadth of options of things to learn is
more than anyone could fully explore in a
lifetime. The way much of the knowledge
is passed on is through the time-honored
role of the Elmer. Elmers share their
knowledge with new hams and build rela-
tionships that endure. They ensure that
the hobby will live into the future.

What does it take to be an Elmer? To be
honest, it is mostly the courage to step
forward and offer to aid another ham.
Many potential EImers do not know where
to start, and Seekers (my term for people
who want to learn) are also shy. That
said, let me offer a few tips to those who
would become Elmers.

1. Don’t belittle yourself. If you know
something useful and are willing to
share, you CAN be an Elmer. | started
Elmering with no more than a techni-
cian license and knowing how to send
a packet through Outpost. Ask your-
self or hams you know “What do |
know that somebody else may be in-
terested in?”

2. Keep it simple. Instead of overwhelm-
ing somebody (and yourself) with try-
ing to cover the entire topic of, say,
Digital Modes, create a short exercise
with a clear goal that demonstrates
one aspect of a subject. (Example:
Make a contact using FT8. Connect to
a Winlink node.....) The packet exer-
cise | hosted was simply sending a
packet check- to the County site. The
exercise provides a single working ex-
ample of how to do something they
may want to try later. Beyond the exer-
cise, the event becomes a great op-
portunity for networking and further

Elmering and this is where the real
magic happens.

3. Don'’t take it personally. There is no
guarantee people will show up. | know
this terrified me! The secret is to try to
make your Elmer event something you
would do anyway. Do your packet
check-in, activate a POTA park, and
tune your antenna. Make this your fo-
cus, and let people showing up be the
icing on the cake!

4. Don’t be afraid to ask for help. This is
one of my biggest hardships, | hate
imposing on people. By and large
though, once you overcome your fear,
many people are happy to help. For
example, if you have an idea for an
Elmer event, talk to your club officers
(or me) to help organize it.

5. Have fun. Seriously, Elmers are the
ambassadors of the future for ham ra-
dio. If you are having fun, other peo-
ple will have fun, and that is what will
bring new people in.
